— My wife and | saw a lot
of Israel. There were 38
Wisconsin people on the tour.

Each of us enjoyed the
landscape and the people. The Hebrew nation
was accommodating and safe. We were pre-
sented with a retired Israeli paratrooper whose
name was Yuval; he was thorough in his expla-
nations at all the sites. The economy is much
like the US. We had a busy schedule of travel
throughout the nation up to the Sea of Galilee
where we stayed in a Kibbutz! We went down to
the Dead Sea at 1350 feet below sea level and
were warmed up! Nice warm evenings during
the winter there and a bath taken in the Dead
Sea is taking a bath in the softest water in the
world and at 37% saline content you didn't let
ANY of it get in your eyes or ears! You could
only be in it for just so long too. It will float you
automatically.

Then we went to the Negev (Israeli desert) and
enjoyed Masada where the Israelites fled the
Romans to get away from being made slaves.
Quite a rock! Our bus driver was a man named
Ishmael who was a Muslim. Therefore, when the
rest of the 38 decided to climb Masada, we were
left with him and he drove us back down to the
back of Masada so he could pick up the rest of
them when they came down the opposite end.
Great, a chance to evangelize him. We deliv-
ered the Gospel message to this man. He was
gracious and received it. We heard what he
believed and found out the “truth” of what the
Islam folks actually do believe about Christ. We
challenged his teaching, as they do NOT believe
he actually died on the Cross. They believe
someone else died in His place! Therefore, we
had to ask him the question “why did the Father
send Him to earth just to have someone else die
for Him?” He did not want to answer that one!
He actually changed the subject and made it
clear to us that he did not want to talk about it
anymore. So we quit for a while.

We toured Jerusalem, the old city and just before
we went there, |, having been diagnosed with
Coronary artery disease and have two stents in
my heart, was a bit concerned for my health.
Therefore, | asked the three elders who came

Hallelujah! Since 2008, | have struggled with
the limitations of this cruel disease waiting for
that last moment when the heart gives out and
boom the attack, NOPE! Not for this man.
Jesus touched me in Jerusalem! | am home
now and just roof raked the snow off my roof
and shoveled it with no pain! Give Glory to
God with me, because | was healed. Now |
have to go back to the doctor and confirm it. |
told everyone that night at dinner!

In the church, | went under the altar where
traditionally Jesus was said to have actually
died. | took with me the new talit and placed it
there, then prayed in tongues. You only have
a minute or less because there are so many
others behind you wanting to do the same
thing.

Paradise California ants, the
town of
Paradise, California is situated on a
pine-covered ridge surrounded by
canyons in the Sierra foothills. On
June 11 arsonists set a tree afire in
the central valley, causing a blaze
that snaked upward to Paradise
where our family resides. A day after
it started, this wind-driven fire was
threatening homes south of the town
limits. Residents were issued imme-
diate-threat evacuation notices.
While our family lives in upper Para-
dise, we packed valued belongings,
justin case.

At the fire’s peak one escape route
remained. Before the conflagration
was contained on June 16, it de-
stroyed nearly 90 homes and caused
a third of Paradise to evacuate. Our
family was able to stay put. Lucifer
continued to taunt Eden. On June
21st lightning struck near our home.
Confirming our worst suspicions, this
storm ignited multiple fires in north-
ern California. Two raged in canyons
just east of us. Health authorities
urged residents to stay indoors to
minimize smoke inhalation. A daily
weather pattern emerged: heavy
morning smoke, lifting by late after-
noons.

All day on June 25 fire trucks
swarmed our cul-de-sac as bulldozers
carved wide firebreaks along the can-
yon rim. Fifteen firemen slept on our

lawn that night. One warned us that
if the wind blew as predicted, the
conflagration would roar up the can-
yon to us in three minutes! We
jammed into two cars our dearest
possessions. Sleep eluded me. But
that night God stilled the winds, as
He did for his disciples as described
in Matt. 8:23-26: “Then he got into
the boat and his disciples followed
him. Suddenly a furious storm came
up on the lake, so that the waves
swept over the boat. But Jesus was
sleeping. The disciples went and
woke him, saying, “Lord, save us!
We're going to drown!” He replied,
“You of little faith, why are you so
afraid?” Then he got up and re-
buked the winds and the waves,
and it was completely calm.”

He rescued us again when forecast-
ed thunderstorms never material-
ized. Apparently, the inversion layer
holding down the smoke caused the
storms to veer off. Paradise be-
came a designated smoking area!
After Independence Day complacen-
cy set in. We still had smoke, but
favorable winds allowed water-
bearing helicopters to make pro-
gress. The governor consoled fire
victims; and we unpacked. Not sat-
isfied, Satan changed tactics. On
July 8 we awoke to unusual dark-
ness. A reddish-orange sky drop-
ping ashes and charred leaves
greeted our startled eyes. The
winds had shifted direction over-
night, pushing the fire toward north-
east Paradise—and us!

When we received the precaution-
ary evacuation call that morning, we
began re-gathering necessities.

Shortly after, the phone rang
again, warning us to evacuate im-
mediately. Our subcompacts filled
to the brim, we sped away as my
husband raced home to rescue
our dogs. | envied the ample stor-
age capacity of our friends’ RVs.
Our church became the family
sanctuary as we awaited news.
Dire weather predictions proved
untrue every day; the fire stayed at
bay. Late July 11 we learned we
could go home! Joy replaced my
numbness. No Paradise struc-
tures were destroyed by this fire.

Instead of Paradise Lost, people
found Paradise on maps as news
of the fire spread. Through this
ordeal | learned that life, not pos-
sessions, is the ultimate treasure.
But even if my life were in jeop-
ardy, | realized | can take refuge in
Jesus’ words in Luke 23:43:
“Jesus answered him, ‘Truly |
tell you, today you will be with

me in paradise.’”

In December, 2002, | was invit-
ed to pray for my co-workers
luncheon during Christmas. As |
observed the people who were
in line and came up to the trays
of food, some of them had as
many as two plates. Each
plate was filled to its capac-
ity. The scene reminded me
of what the Bible teaches
us about how, “Man shall
not live by bread

alone” (Matthew 4:4). They
were hungry for food. Behind
those words the thought came
to me, a Bible study. And name
it, “Food for the Soul.”

What an opportunity to use my
teaching gift. A person with my
theological and Biblical educa-
tion simply couldn’t shake the
idea. | refuse to let down Jesus
by keeping what | had learned
from Him. This was an oppor-
tunity to help my co-workers to
learn about Jesus as well.
